VENDING HOURS:  10:00 a.m. – 6:00 p.m. 

1.            Set up will begin at 7:00 a.m.. 

2.            Check in with Suzanne Lifgren or Seth Blackmer who will be stationed on Main Street before you begin your set-up.

3.            Limit the time your vehicle is parked in front of your space for unloading. You may not have your vehicle on Main St. after 9:30 a.m. .

4.            Provide your own tables, chairs, canopies, tents, etc.  We suggest tarps, tents, etc. due to exposure to sun and hopefully, not rain.  We will be holding the event rain or shine. Please bring weights for your tent(s).

5.            The Town of Frisco will provide picnic tables on Main St. for customers to eat on.

6.            The Town of Frisco will provide electricity. You must provide your own extension cords for your booth.

7.            Provide your own trash receptacle for inside your booth.  Town of Frisco trash cans will be for customer trash only and will be placed in the middle of the street.  Also, plan to dispose of trash generated by your booth preparation and clean up in the dumpster located on First Ave.

8.            You must provide your own special events hand washing system (see diagram in Environmental Health Special Events Guidelines that you received with your application)

9.            The Summit County Environmental Health Department will be checking your set up at some point throughout the day. It is important you follow their guidelines or risk being shut down. The guidelines do not apply to non-food vendors.                                

10.         You may begin selling at 10:00 a.m. and you may sell until 6:00 p.m.

11.          We require that all of our vendors working with a heat source (especially a grill) have a currently inspected and certified fire extinguisher available in their booth. Either of these types of extinguishers are acceptable:

8-10 lb. 40BC

   5-8 lb. 2A10ABC

12.          Please plan to have your booth cleaned up, packed up and all vehicles off the   street by 8:00 p.m.  The street will be reopened at 8:00 p.m. sharp!
