tubing.
	• Arrive 20-30 minutes prior to your scheduled 

tubing time to check-in.
	• Riders must be at least 3 feet tall, and everyone must 

be in their own tube: no sharing tubes/lap riding.
	• A maximum of 4 tubes may be connected.
	• Reservations are required.
